Boat Profile

Owned by Brian & Liz Brawley .

Bekita is a 30ft ketch rigged former fishing boat powered by a
23hp Bolinder diesel based in Goolwa. The exact origins of Bekita
are unclear, she was built in the 1930’s but the location is
unknown. Unusually she is planked in jarrah to the gunwales
which suggests she may have been built privately.

By 1984 she was derelict in the Pt. River and a there have
been a number of attempts to bring her back to her former glory.
She was taken from the Pt. River and the owner towed her to Pt.
Pirie on a tri-axle trailer behind a Holden station wagon. The
owner at this time subsequently told Brian Brawley that “we got
up to 30mph”. The boat was worked on for 18 months or so
including stripping back to a bare hull and removing cabin/
superstructure etc. The work seems to have faltered and she was
sold and moved to the Patawalonga where a cabin was added.
Once again the work faltered and in the late 1980’s and she was
taken to Tailem Bend. Over a period of 15 months she was
modified including the addition of the second mast and
subsequently used on the river for about 12 years.

Brian & Liz Brawley purchased her in 2004 as river cruiser but
the accommodations were very basic. They worked on her for 12 —
15 months to make suitable for extended living aboard. While she
has two masts they have only sailed twice under jib only. The
Bolinder motor is very rare in the southern hemisphere but is
relatively common in ‘narrow boats’ on the English canals.

Brian & Liz have cruised Bekita extensively including trips
from Goolwa to Robinvale and back and also to Morgan and back.
They intend to travel up to the Industry celebrations “and keep

going.”

Riverbank CO”apse extract from Govt. SA Dept. for Water Nov 2010
A timely reminder

“Riverbank collapse is a new problem for South Australia along the 210 Kilometre stretch of the River Murray between Lock 1
(Blanchetown) to Wellington. Low water levels during 2008 to 2010 reduced the stability of some sections of riverbank along this stretch
of river. The possibility of collapse poses risks to people actually on the riverbank, and to those using the riverbank to tie up a boat or
secure a houseboat.

There were several major riverbank collapses between Lock 1 and Wellington in 2009 that involved soil, and in some cases trees and
vehicles, quickly collapsing into the river without warning. In total there have been 35 collapses between Blanchetown and Wellington
from February 2009 up to September 2010.

People need to be aware of the dangers associated with riverbank collapse and be on the lookout for signs of possible instability.

While every effort is being made to signpost and cordon off high risk areas as they are identified, there are no guarantees that other
areas aren't affected, so please be alert. Do not underestimate the mass of soil that can slide into the river during a riverbank collapse, it
can be hundreds of tonnes.”

“Man Overboard”

A cry that nobody wants to hear but it can and does happen. |
heard it in the middle of the Pacific when | was the navigating officer on
a ship, we never found the man.

You might be underway or tied to a willow or at jetty when a
person falls overboard in the water and cannot re-board the boat.

If a person falls overboard from your boat, could they get back
aboard without assistance? If not is there anybody on board who is
capable of helping them aboard?

Of course if the person in the water were fully clothed, especially in
winter, the problem would be worse.

What is your situation?
®  Does your boat have a high freeboard making re-boarding difficult?

® Does it have a permanent overboard ladder or swim platform onto
which one could climb or anything else which would enable a person,
unassisted, to get back aboard your boat?

If it does not, would you or your crew be capable of pulling a,
possible fully clothed, person back on board?

If you cannot or do not want install a permanent re-boarding
device there is a simple and economical solution. Secure a rope ladder
over the stern that is long enough to reach about % metre into the
water. Roll it up from the bottom so that it is about % metre above the
water and secure the roll with wool ties.

This will enable the person in the water to reach the ladder, pull
down on it, break the wool ties and climb back on board.

If you are underway when a person falls overboard would those
still aboard know what action to take?

There are a number of recommended actions that could be taken.
1. To prevent the boat causing injury:

If the person falls from forward of the stern,
put the engine into neutral.

Put the helm over to the same side as that
from which the person fell, thus swinging the stern
away from the person in the water and reducing the
chance of them being hit by the boat

2. Toretrieve a person from the water.

Throw a flotation device to the person, a life
buoy or life jacket. If the boat is still underway and the
flotation device has a line attached to the boat make
sure that you do not tow it away from the person in the
water.

Manoeuvre the boat to pick up the person,
approaching them into the wind or current so that you
don’t drift over the top of them.

It is suggested that you throw them a line so
that they do not drift away and they can pull
themselves towards the boat.

Of course if you are alone on a boat which is underway the above
won’t be relevant, just always wear a life-jacket.
