President’s Report.     Barry reported that he was happy with the way we were going. Yesterday’s Riverside run was very well attended, with 26 boats and around 60 members. Events during the year had also been well attended. He also reported that he had spoken with John Heath from our Insurer, regarding the $10 one day only insurance deal. John had confirmed, verbally and by an email, (see Appendix B), that this deal was a genuine offer and would be honoured by his underwriters. 
Treasurer’s Report. Peter reported that the current bank balance was $6,099. There were however a number of outstanding accounts, and we also needed to set aside a figure $870 for next year, (Subs paid for 2 years). This would reduce the actual figure to $3,505. See Appendix C for full details.

Newsletter Editors Report.  Graham reported that the current expanded issue had cleared his backlog of articles, so more contributions would be needed for the Feb issue. He is particularly keen on articles about member’s boats, and also recipes for the Wooden Spoon segment. He believed that the bumper issue was appreciated by the membership and this was confirmed by acclamation from the members present.
Membership & Boat register Officer’s Report. Alex, who has only recently returned from Europe, apologised that he had not yet caught up. Membership does however appear to be stable.

Port Victoria was attended by 11 boats, and he congratulated Richard Kretschmer on his excellent organisation  of this event. He suggested this money could be used in the proposed joint program with Armfield to build a new rudder for the PS Canally. The tin was given to Peter Wooller for counting and banking. Peter will bring the tin to future meetings so more donations can be made.
