Treasurer’s Report.   Jenny Twigden reported that the books have now been returned from the Auditors, having been duly signed off as a true and accurate record.
We started the year with a balance of $5380.76 and ended with a balance of $4261.69.
The loss being due to the outlay involved with publishing the history, and the stock of books still unsold.
