Minutes of Committee Meeting held on 28/3/11

Previous Minutes.  Re Membership Officer. The consensus was, that we had agreed that the Receipts and Membership cards would go out separately from Crow’s Nest. The words. “in principle, but due to the constraints on time at this meeting Angela moved that we defer the discussion to next meeting, to give more time for consideration“, were incorrect, and should be deleted. The motion moved by Angela and seconded by Colin actually referred to the agreement as above.

Business Arising.  Barry suggested we should place a general renewal notice in Crow’s Nest rather than send out reminders. Barry offered to amend the Invoice wording to ask members to update their details and provide email addresses wherever possible.

    The problem of enforcing our Insurer’s requirement that any uninsured boat participating in an activity must take up the $10 short term insurance offer was also discussed. Unfortunately no better method of handling this came to hand, and it was agreed to continue to rely on the goodwill of the members and the diligence of the coordinator of the event to ensure it happens. 

Correspondence. Hard copy of Letter of Exemption for Port Victoria Event participating boats. Emailed copy had been provided to Barry prior to the event.
It should be noted that the details of our boats provided to Marine & Harbours were checked, and one was found to be unregistered. Fortunately the member was able to satisfy them that it had been an honest mistake which has now been rectified.
President's Report.  The recent Port Victoria event was very successful and the hospitality shown to us by the Royal Volunteer Coastal Patrol in particular and the local population in general was outstanding. Richard’s work in organizing the weekend and hosting several of the crews was also first class. 
    It was agreed we should write to the RVCP to thank them and enclose a Burgee. Richard offered to draft the letter for Bob to finalise and send.

Treasurer’s Report. Jenny provided an email copy of our present financial situation which shows a Credit balance of $4,725.63. See Appendix A for full details.
This was accepted on the motion of Colin, seconded Roy, and carried.
Newsletter Editor’s Report. The April edition has to go out earlier due to the General Meeting being brought forward a week because of Easter. 
    At this stage he has lots of photos for both the Hobart and Goolwa festivals but not much in the way of articles. Can anyone help out here, particularly those members who attended Hobart. Roy said he would ask Peter Shipside, who was at Hobart, if he could write something and Barry said he would ask Jim Fowles who was also there.

Colin suggested we should put a listing of WEB sites that may interest our members and Graham agreed, but he would need members to provide him with the addresses of sites they think could be included.

Graham asked what our policy was on advertising. It was agreed that we should charge for commercial ads, and a fee of $20 per issue was reasonable. Private ads should be free, as a service to our membership.
Membership Officer’s Report.  No report in the absence of Alex
WEB Site Report. No report in the absence of Steve
New Business.  Graham reported that a breakfast was held at the Hobart Festival, to which all the state associations were invited. One purpose of this was to discuss setting up a National Register of Major Events to avoid clashes. It was agreed that each state would, as soon as practicable, advise all other states, by email, of what was being planned and when.
    Barry reported that Ron Danvers had approached him and offered to design a new Burgee for the Association. The consensus of the committee was that if he were to submit a written proposal with sketches, we would be prepared to consider it.

    Richard mentioned that CE & A Marine were not listed in “Where to get it” and believed they should be. Colin agreed to add them if Richard could give him their details.
    Graham asked what was happening in respect of Bill Villier’s offer of boats. Alex has been handling most of the negotiations, so we were unable to get a definite answer, but it seems we are still not sure if the boats have or will be bequeathed to us. After some discussion it was agreed that acceptance could bring many problems. One suggestion was that we decline the offer but instead agree to act as a broker to arrange a sale to one or more of our members, to ensure the boats are well looked after and remain in SA.
Gil offered to convey to Alex, our misgivings about taking on the boats ourselves.

Events. Next event is the Remark “PS Industry” Centenary celebrations. Angela reported that 10 boats had so far committed to the trip, with more possible. There is also an event being held the following weekend at Morgan that some may wish to take in on the way back. It will be too late to mention this in Crow’s nest, but Angela suggested we email a scanned copy of the Flyer to those members who have provided email addresses.
    Gil reported that the traditional May, Mannum moonlight run, would again have to cancelled due the very high river. An alternative moonlight run, from the Goolwa Caravan Park down to the Tavern at Hindmarsh Island, was discarded as being potentially dangerous. It was finally agreed that we would do a daytime run on Sunday 15/5, from either Mrs Lush’s Jetty or the Aquatic Club ramp, across to the Tavern at Hindmarsh Island for lunch and return.
    Richard reported that he had access to a house near Mannum, with a ramp, a tractor, and room for tents or vans, as well as the house itself. This was close to a local winery and he believed it could be a good venue for a weekend, possibly in Oct. or Nov.
This was agreed in principal with final details to be worked out between Gil, Angela and Richard.

    Gil also reported we did not as yet have a speaker for the April 18 meeting. As an alternative he suggested we explore the idea of showing a relevant video(s). This was agreed by consensus, but it was pointed out we would probably need to bring the equipment, as what is available at the Astor is fairly small and basic. Richard offered a screen, Graham a projector, and Barry a sound system so hopefully we could make it work. Gil has a selection of suitable DVD’s.
Barry will make a note to ask the Meeting for suggestions for potential speakers.
